AS AMENDED BY FLOOR AMENDMENT NO. 1

TO AMEND NEW CASTLE COUNTY CODE CHAPTER 22 (“OFFENSES AND
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS”) REGARDING STREN GTHENING THE
PROHIBITION AGAINST MAINTAINING DISORDERLY PREMISES

WHEREAS, the New Castle County Code defines a disorderly premise as one upon
which the following conduct takes place: profane, obscene or vulgar language or conduct; any
fighting, quarreling or other disturbance; or any loud or unusual noises which are disruptive,
disturbing or annoying to the quiet and good order of adjoining or surrounding properties; and

WHEREAS, disturbance, destruction and damage resulting from disorderly premises
maintained by inept or indifferent property owners or landlords, problems have become an
increasing concern of residents throughout New Castle County, and it is in the best interest of
County residents for the County to take effective measures to address those problems; and

WHEREAS, the intent of the strengthened disorderly premises ordinance is to mnitially
address disruptions with those in control of the premises, rather than absent landowners; however,
the ordinance permits citation of all with an interest in the premises in question to effectively
address the problem when initial efforts fail: and

WHEREAS, Council desires that the provisions prohibiting maintaining disorderly
premises be enhanced and strengthened to preserve the peace and tranquility of the community

for its residents; and

WHEREAS, Council finds that the provisions of this ordinance are rationally and
reasonably related to legitimate government interests, including, but not limited to, the
protection and preservation of the public health, safety, prosperity, general welfare and quality of

Iife.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE COUNTY OF NEW CASTLE HEREBY ORDAINS:

Section 1. Section 22.02.006 (“Disorderly premises”) of Aﬁicie 2 (“Offenses
Generally”) of Chapter 22 (“Offenses and Miscellaneous Provisions”) of the New Castle County
Code 1s hereby amended by the deletion of the stricken téxt and the addition of the underlined

text as set forth below: !

Sec. 22.02.006. Disorderly premises.

A. It shall be unlawful for any owner, owner’s agent, manager. caretaker or person
occupying a premises to allow, suffer or permit in any residence or upon any premises
occupied by himself or herself any conduct which causes public inconvenience annoyance,
alarm to a reasonable person, or disrupts the quict and good order of adjoining and
surrounding properties including, but not limited to, engaging in fighting or in violent,
tumultuous, or threatening behavior, making unreasonable noise or an offensively coarse
